Lesson/Unit Focus: Rhythm

Standards: 
1. Singing, along and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

Materials: 

1. Song “Little Chick”

2. Word chart for the song “Little Chick”

3. Different types of rhythm instruments (Mrs. Scott has at least 6 different kinds in her closet). 

Student Objectives: 

1. Students will listen while the song “Little Chick” is sung to them so they can learn through listening. 

2. Students will sing along to the song “Little Chick”. 

3.  Students will perform their rhythm instruments, hopefully on the steady beat.

4. Students will identify the steady beat.

5. Students will demonstrate that they have learned how to do the little bit of solfege. 

Plan/Procedure:


1.   Greet the students and share the objectives for the days lesson.

4. Sing “Little Chick” for the students while motioning the solfege hand signs that I want them to repeat. When it comes to the parts that I will be singing I will hold up a fist to show them that they aren’t supposed to sing at that spot.  

5. Teach the students how to do the solfege hand signs (sol – mi – sol) and sing it at the same time. 

6.  Put it together and have them sing and do the solfege hand signs when they are supposed to during the song, and I will sing the other parts. Kind of like a call and response. 

7. Introduce the words using the word chart and have them sing along with me on the words, but still have them sing the solfege and use hand signs at those parts of the song. 

8. Finish introducing all the words, and replace the solfege part with the words and sing the entire song together, using the word chart. 

9. Lay down some rules on when the students can plan their instruments, and establish a signal that tells them to stop playing. 

10. Give each student a rhythm instrument, and give them a moment to try the instrument out and see if they learned the hand signal to stop playing. 

11. Have the students play their instrument on the steady beat throughout the song. 

12. We will end the lesson by going over what we learned that day. 

Assessment Tools: 

1. Observe the students and see if they can learn the solfege syllables and hand signs. 

2. Observe the students and see if they if they catch on to the words and sing along in tune. 

3. Observe the students to see if they can identify the steady beat.

4. Observe the students to see if they can play their rhythm instruments to the steady beat. 

Prerequisite knowledge:
1. Knowledge of what the steady beat is.

2. Ability to read.

Key Points and/or Vocabulary:
1. Solfege (sol – mi – sol), syllables and hand signs

2. Steady beat

Materials:
1. Song “Little Chick”

2. Word Chart for song “Little Chick” 

3. Rhythm instruments

4. A piece of music in ABA form (I don’t know which one yet)
Student Objectives: 

1. Students will sing the song “Little Chick” together and in basic tune. 

2. Students will perform the rhythm given them on their rhythm instruments.

3. Students will listen to the ABA song.

4. Students will recognize and identify which part of the song is A and which part is B and will recognize the difference. 

5. Students will describe why the two parts (A & B) are different.

Plan/Procedure: 

1. Greet the students and go over the objectives for the day’s lesson.

2. Go over what we learned last class, and sing through the song again. 

3. Learn the rhythm part that goes along with the song by:

· Verbally counting and having them echo it back and then putting it all together.

· Clap it and have them echo and then do the whole thing with me.

· Then give them each a rhythm instrument, remind them about the rules on when you can play, and have them perform the rhythm on their instruments.

4. Have them sing the song “Little Chick” and then play the rhythm part and finish by singing the song again (ABA form). 

5. Introduce the idea of ABA form and give them the example of what we just did. Explain how it works and how the A parts are the same and how the B part is something different.

6. Have them listen to the piece of music in ABA form once through.

7. The second time through have them fold their arms when they hear the A part of the song and have them put their hands on their heads when they hear the B part. 

8. After they have identified each we will discuss what’s different about them. 

9. We will end the lesson by going over what we learned that day. 

Assessment Tools: 
1. Observe the students ability to learn the rhythm for the song. 

2. Observe the students ability to remember the song from the previous week. 

3. Observe the students ability to tell the difference between the A section and the B section of the piece we listen to. 

4. Listen to the students discuss the difference between the A section and the B section of the piece we listened to. 
Prerequisite knowledge:

1. Knowledge of quarter notes and quarter note rests.

1. ABA Form

2. Rhythm, quarter notes and quarter note rests

Student Objectives: 

1. Students will sing the song “Little Chick” together.

2. Students will perform on rhythm instruments together. 

3. Students will read and perform the notation on the note cards

4. Students will compose their own bar of 4/4 rhythm. 

Plan/Procedure:

1. Greet the students and go over the objectives for the day.

2. Sing the song “Little Chick” together using the word chart if it’s still needed.

3. Hand out the rhythm instruments and remind students of the rules for when they can play. 

4. Have the students read the rhythm cards and play the rhythm on their instruments. 

5. After they are comfortable with the rhythm cards we will move on and have them each write their own rhythms on the whiteboards (after taking back the rhythm instruments). 

6. Once they have written their own bar of 4/4 rhythms they will each hold up their rhythms for the rest of the class to perform. Before the class performs their rhythms they will demonstrate the rhythm followed by the class echoing their rhythms.

7. Next we will all stand in a circle and go around clapping each other’s rhythms all at the same time. 

8. We will end the lesson by going over what we learned that day. 
Assessment Tools: 
1. Observe students ability to remember the song “Little Chick”. 

2. Observe students ability to read the rhythms on the rhythm cards. 

3. Observe students ability to notate their own bar of 4/4 rhythm. 

4. Observe students ability to perform the rhythms while others are performing different rhythms next to them. 

Prerequisite knowledge:

1. Knowledge of quarter notes, eighth notes, and quarter note rests.

2. Knowledge of 4/4 rhythms, and what that means.

3. Knowledge of how to write rhythms.

Materials:

1. Word chart for song “Little Chick”

2. Rhythm flash cards

3. Marker
Student Objectives: 

1. Students will sing the song “Little Chick” together. 

2. Students will read the rhythm cards together to the best of their abilities. 

3. Students will recognize if the 4/4 rhythm written up by me is right or wrong and will know how to fix it if it’s wrong. 

4. Students will participate and help to create a rhythm in 4/4 together. 
Plan/Procedure:

1. Begin by greeting the children and telling them what we will be covering that day. 

2. Sing the song that we’ve learned “Little Chick” one more time. 

3. Get out the rhythm flash cards and go through some of them with the students, one at a time. Maybe have a few students who volunteer demonstrate one of the cards and have the other students repeat what the student did. 

4. Next have them go through them one after another and not stop in between. 

5. Split the students up into three groups and have each group do two rhythm cards and then have the next group to two and then the last group. (I will need Mrs. Scott’s help with this one if she doesn’t mind. 

6. Write a bar of 4/4 rhythm on the board and have the kids tell me if I did it right, then do another and another, sometimes doing them right, but mostly doing them wrong and having them fix what I did wrong. 

7. If there is enough time after all of this have the students help me write a rhythm in 4/4 and then have them chant it together. 
Assessment Tools: 
1. Observe students ability to remember the song “Little Chick”. 

2. Observe students ability to perform the rhythms shown to them together correctly. 

3. Observe students ability to recognize what’s wrong with the rhythm that I write on the board. 

4. Observe students ability to create a rhythm in 4/4 within the guidelines given.

4. Knowledge of quarter notes, eighth notes, and quarter note rests.
