Focus:  Begin program music with “Hall of the Mountain King” by Edward Grieg 

Student Objectives: 

· Demonstrate their ability to hear a musical phrase and count how many times it happens

· March in time to the beat of the melodic phrase and count how many beats occur fist as a group and then individually

· Demonstrate their ability to listen and then spit back information

· Tell the definitions to musical terms used in “Hall of the Mountain King”

· Sing together (if time)

Assessment:

· Students telling me the number of times the melodic phrase occurs and the number of beats that occur for the same melodic phrase

· Observe the students marching in time to the beat

· Listen to the students giving the definitions to the musical terms

· Cartoon assessment sheet

· Listen to the children sing together

Pre-requisite knowledge:


Knowledge of musical terms (found below in vocabulary)

Vocabulary:

· Mountain Poster

· Troll Cards

Accommodations:

· Add at home

Greeting: “Good morning/afternoon boys and girls!”

Share objectives. Students will sing together. They will perform the songs and activities as described by the teacher. They will demonstrate their knowledge of the difference between loud and soft and they will answer any questions asked them. 

The Lesson:  

· Greet students

· Have paper passers hand out music folders

· Tell the students the story of “Peer Gynt”

· During telling of story when it gets to the part where the trolls are beating him up play the song and explain how he was trying to get away and the beating got worse and worse until all of a sudden the church bells rang and the mountain disappeared

· After telling the story ask: what did you notice about the music? Bring in the vocabulary words here and teach all of them

· Listening activity

· Have students get up and stand in a circle/line

· Ask students to listen for the melodic line and to count how many times it happens before the “church bells chime”. Help students by making a tally on the board.

· Now have them march in time while listening and count how many beats each melodic line is.

· Give out troll cards 1-18 + the extra and have them march up to the mountain to put their troll on it during “their” melodic line

· They only have 8 counts to reach the mountain and put their troll up there. Some may have to take smaller steps to make sure they have 8 steps, others will need to take bigger ones to make sure they make it there in 8 steps.

· What did you notice?

· Cartoon worksheet: Do this together and match up what word goes with each picture

· If time do the “Not too loud, not too soft…just right” worksheet

· If still more time sing “Don’t Count Your Chickens”

Summary:  “Thank you for a great music class boys and girls! I had so much fun teaching you about Peer Gynt and the Hall of the Mountain King!”

Expectations for next class:  “Next week we are going to do some more great listening!”

Salutation:  “See you next week boys and girls!”

Reflection:


 This lesson was fun to teach! The thing that I thought I was going to feel the worst about went the best: telling the story. They were so quite the whole time and just hanging onto every word I said. It was great! Next I asked them to tell me what they heard in the music. I think I could have gotten a few more answers before I started to define words. Then the next part went well having them stand. They seemed so grateful to be able to stand. What needed more clarification was how long the musical phrase they were listening to was. While listening they got pretty confused and thought that halfway through it was a new phrase, so letting them know that the phrase is pretty long fixed things pretty well. Certain students still didn’t really get it and thought different times were the beginning. Some still got confused, but after hearing a few themes repeated they got it. 


I found that it was best to tell them when marching to see how quietly they could march. That way they weren’t stomping. Then instead of just marching myself I needed to use my hands to show them what their feet should be doing. We then marched for all 18 of the themes to feel the accelerando that happens throughout. Some had a hard time marching to the beat even though I continued to tell them, march just like my hands are showing you, however it did seem to get better once we started counting the beats in each melodic theme. 


I found that when explaining the game they didn’t quite get it once they started playing, even though I explained it two times. I did forget to have them tell me what I said back to me, so maybe that could have helped. The things they didn’t realize were that they needed to march on the beat (clapping and counting the numbers out loud helped a little bit with this), that they needed to put their troll on the mountain only on beat 8 and not before. These are things that really needed more explanation. Otherwise the lesson went very well and the cartoon worksheet was a great way to wrap up the lesson and see what they learned. It was a very fun lesson and they loved doing the activity.
